Taxonomic Notes:

The West African forntimneh of Grey Parrof. erithacusshows substantial morphological differences
from erithacus and the two forms have an allopatric distribution: the treatment of the two as separate
species has been accepted by the BirdLife Taxonomic Working Group.

Identification Information:

33 cm. A mottled grey, medium-sized parrot. It has a large black bill and white mask enclosing a yellow
eye, and has a striking red vent and t&iimilar spp.Timneh ParroP. timnehis smaller and is darker

than P. erithacuswith a light horn-coloured area on the bill and a darker maroon tail, and its call is
distinctive. The native ranges of the two species do not overlap, but escapes occur.

This species has been uplisted to Vulnerable because the extent of the annual harvest for international
trade, in combination with the rate of ongoing habitat loss, means it is now suspected to be undergoing
rapid declines over three generations (47 years).
